IV. SUMMARY

The Kaunas College Physiotherapy SER states that:
“I1. The purpose, aim and intended learning outcomes of the PTSP are clear, well defined
regarding international and national documents, regional development perspective, KK mission
and strategy, labor market demand, employer interests and students needs.” Have not been fully
met as the graduates informed the EET that finding a job as a physiotherapist is difficult, less than
50% have found a job as a physiotherapist.

Even though the Learning Outcomes and Programme Aims are very ambitious:
“"On the programme level the learning outcomes correspond with each other, complement each
other, do not repeat each other and make up the whole of skills necessary to gain, that covers the
most important activity areas of the professional bachelor of Physical Therapy with the
professional qualification of Physical therapist®. These have not been specifically written with the
physiotherapy profession in mind and are rather generic. The SER talks about an education that will
meet ‘national and European standards’, however as the report highlights there are quite a few
subjects and competences that one would expect to find in a modern physiotherapy curriculum that

have been omitted.



The scope and practice of Physiotherapy has developed in recent times to such an extent
that the presented curriculum appears traditional but reflective of what some of the employers
present at the visit required. Some of the topics that could be included have been identified in the
report, yet a survey of local needs from the graduates and alumni can easily be obtained and
identified. These can quite easily be introduced into the course especially when one considers the
excessive student self-study time available.

It is being very strongly recommended that the curriculum increases the actual amount of
supervised clinical practice, if the students from Kaunas College are to find employment easily and
to be attractive to a European market.

The composition of the teaching/academic staff meet the focal and national requirements
however it is being recommended that the number of physiotherapists on the staff increases. It is
also being recommended that these staff participate more actively in International exchanges to as
many different European countries as possible to get a varying perspective of the profession.

The facilities and learning resources need a certain amount of investment. The facilities
themselves have to offer access to the public with special needs, a college that teaches rehabilitation
cannot be viewed as one that does not take handicap into consideration. More space for laboratories
are required, either due to lack of space or of equipment (especially electrotherapy equipment)
means that there is a lot of time lost due to repetition and students are not getting the chance to fearn
and practice these competences.

The staff have been commented on as excellent and this is very encouraging for Kaunas
College. The student to staff ratio is very good much higher than what one would expect in most
European Universities. There is reported good student support services and the number of student
drop outs even though not mentioned in the SER appears to be low. The means of assessment have
been described as transparent and fair. Students are supported electronically however the downfall
to the study process must be the lack of internationalisation both for the staff and the students. The
recommendation to encourage inter-Lithuanian University/College exchanges can help supplement
this downfall.

The Programme management committee must first of all be congratulated for the quality
procedures and the documents that it has produced, however it must look inte certain issues.
Amongst these are the student self-study time allotted to this course, the students and graduates’
feedback regarding programme development, to further develop language skills to encourage more

staff internationalisation.
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HI. RECOMMENDATIONS

The Programme management commitiee must review the course curricufum to ensure that
the quality of the physiotherapy education improves further and to help the students obtain
the skills and competences that a modern physiotherapist ought to have, enabling them to
become more attractive to a shrinking labour market.

Since it is the State which decides the fact that a college education has to be of three or three
and a half years duration, the recommendation is that the excessive hours within the course
that are student self-study time be utilised to make up for the missing year as recommended
by the World Confederation of Physiotherapists.

To review the ECTS content of some study-units in order to bring these more in line with
modern physiotherapy curricuia.

More modern trends in physiotherapy and health services ought to be included in the Course
Programme, example:; Primary Health Care, Preventative physiotherapy, Domiciliary
Physiotherapy, Work-related physiotherapy, Entreprencurship, Health Promotion.

The learning outcomes of the programme should be more profession specific and should
better represent the physiotherapy profession and better reflect the originality of the
profession and competences of a modern physiotherapist.

A change in the course programme ethos away from the medical model of health to a more
physiotherapy rehabilitation oriented version with a modular design would be
recommended.

To purchase more apparatus and equipment if this course is to remain viable.

Increase the internationalisation of the College and Course, by joining international
organisations, increasing the amount of staff who go on exchange.

To encourage the Staff to do more research and possibly publish in foreign journals.

To research the local market to ensure that what is being taught is what is actually required.
It is being recommended that further interaction between Universities and Colleges in
Lithuania takes piace to inject different aspects of the curriculum and staff (learning better
practice from each other).

To further the development of foreign language skills.

To improve access to the building for students, staff or the public with special needs.

Taip  pat
rekomenduojama, kad ie darbuotojai kaip pmanoma aktyviau dalyvauty tarptautiniuose mainuose
kuo daugiau Europos 3aliy ir galéty pasisemti kuo jvairesnés profesinés patirties,

Reikia tam tikry investicijy i patalpas ir mokymosi reikmenis. Patalpos privalo turéti
i¢jimg, pritaikyta specialiyjy poreikiy asmenims - reabilitacijos mokanti kolegija negali ignoruoti
nejgaliyjy poreikiy, Reikia ir erdvesniy laboratorijy — tick dél ploto, tiek dél jrangos (ypat
elektroterapijos jrangos) trikumo itin daug laiko tenka skirti kartojimui, o studentai negauna progos
igyti elekiroterapijos kompetencijy ir taikyti jas praktiskai.

Apie personalg atsiliepiama puikiai ir Kauno kolegijai tai labai didelis privalumas.
