SURVEY RESULTS (N=65): 

Office administration study programme students have a positive perception of the study 
subjects / modules and the quality of their teaching in the autumn semester of 2020-2021, 

as shown by 75% of the students who participated in the survey agreeing with the 
evaluation criteria.
